
SLEEPOUT DEADLINE EXTENDED!! 
The Great Kinneret Sleepout II is this Friday night!!! It will be another great night of fun. Because we 
received so many calls to add the Sleepout at the end of last week, we have extended the Sleepout 
sign-up deadline through this Wednesday, August 9th. Call the office to sign up! When you call, 
please be sure to tell us whether you would like your camper to ride home on a bus Saturday 
morning (schedule is on the back) or if you would like to pick them up from camp at 10:00 on 
Saturday morning. Please remember that buses are not returning to all regularly scheduled bus 
stops on Saturday, so please include your preferred stop number (0-8). You’re welcome to leave a 
detailed message on our message machine (818-706-8255 or 805-523-7711), but please be sure to 
let us know about Saturday morning transportation!!! 

SLEEPOUT CAMPERS WHO ARE NOT HERE ON FRIDAY 
If your campers are attending the Sleepout but are not scheduled to be at camp on Friday, please 
bring them and their gear to camp between 3:00 pm and 3:45 pm Friday afternoon. During this time 
and until our buses depart, you will be directed into the lower parking lot to avoid conflict with our 
buses that will be loading to take campers home at the end of the regular Friday program. Please 
plan to “drop and go” and we will escort arriving campers to their groups! 

FRIDAY CAMPERS WHO ARE NOT STAYING FOR SLEEPOUT 
Please bring your ID to your bus stop on Friday afternoon. While our regular afternoon bus routes 
will take campers to their normal bus stops on the usual schedule, many buses will have a different 
bus counselor to sign campers out at the stops. Help make this process run smoothly by having 
your ID in hand at your stop.

Sleepout Gear: What to pack! 
Label everything with your camper’s name, his or her counselor’s name and bus stop (letter and number). 

1. SLEEPING BAG: All of our campers and staff sleep outside on the grass.  Even during warm summer days, the nights here at 
camp can be quite cold. It is important to send an outdoor type sleeping bag that will provide warmth for your child. 

2. LONG PANTS & JACKET (or a very warm sweatshirt): It can get chilly and it's nice to have warm clothes to wear and even to 
sleep in. (We sleep in our clothes too!) 

3. FLASHLIGHT: It does get dark and flashlights sure help us find our sleeping bags after the campfire and help light the path to 
the bathrooms. (Be sure to write your camper’s name on it!) 

4. TOILETRIES: Feel free to pack a toothbrush, toothpaste, and any other items your camper may need. 

5. EXTRA TOWEL & SWIM SUIT: Campers entering 1st grade and above only.
